List of equipment and assets transferred AND DONATED IN SUPPORT OF FORCE PROTECTION SERVICE AT CAMP BABYLON
Life support

1. 17 living containers to be placed at four locations: 5 at formerly identified as Tent City 2, which is the west area of the camp; 5 directly east of the Processional Road – close to the picnic area; 5 located on the east part of the Lake Area; and 2 containers next of Ronson Gate. Amphitheater.   Each site will have 2 ‘port-a-johns’ toilets and the last one will have 1 ‘port-a-johns’ toilet.
2. Each living unit (trailer) will contain 2 beds, 1 closet and air conditioning unit.

3. 1 Shower/ablution unit will be placed together with two living container at the Ronson Gate, including 1 clean water and 1 grey water tank.

4. The entire perimeter wire and specific interior concertina wire identified by site below.

5. The perimeter observation towers (10) but including moving 2 towers from west of the Shatt Al Hillah River and resetting at 2 points along the eastern shore roughly aligned with their original locations but confirmed through the senior commander of the FPS on site.

6. The observation point at the Hazardous Waste Accumulation Point

7. Three entry control points including all barriers and guard stations

8. 25 Light sets, including 8 at two entry control points (4 each east and south gates), 1 at the observation post no 2 (northern landing zone).  16 others easily movable will be left at the area known as KBR yard, unless previously coordinated.

9. 16 (sixteen) wooden ‘Seahuts’ (buildings) on the main cantonment. 

10. 7 (seven) small size generators for needed electrical service for living containers (including  two personal appliances per trailer), ablution unit, Seahuts, and determined offices.  These are to be placed as requested by senior member of museum staff.

11. Other items discussed will be covered in a separate document sponsored by MNF-I element.

12. Any constructed underground bunkers remain as is
